Lifeline is a personal emergency response
service that gives seniors immediate access
to help whenever they need it. By simply
pressing the Personal Help Button worn
around the neck or wrist a Lifeline
subscriber is instantly connected to a
professional monitor who will assess the
caller’s need and respond appropriately,
whether it's calling a relative, neighbor or
emergency services.

Since 1999, The Monroe County Chapter of
the Red Cross has offered Lifeline service to
thousands of elders in the area. This is
what one subscriber has said about the
service “It gives me security when | am by
myself. | know if | press the button someone
will answer me. One time | fell when | was
alone and Lifeline contacted my family and
they came to help me immediately. Not only
do | feel secure but it also gives my family
peace of mind.”

Lifeline helps bolster senior’s confidence to
live independently in their own homes. The
added benefit of this service is that it gives
family members and caregiver’s peace of
mind, knowing that help is there even when
they are not.

Lifeline service can be installed in your
home within 24 hours of subscribing. The
installation, setup and activation fees will be
waived, a savings of $85.00. The monthly
fee is $40.75 for the basic unit and $50.75
for the cordless phone unit. We will waive
your first month’s fee through January 31,
2010. There is a one time shipping and
handling fee of $12.95. There are no other
fees and you do not have to sign a contract.

How actively must | participate in
class?

You'll learn more — and have more fun — by
participating as much as possible.

Can | get sick using a manikin?

CPR training with manikins is a safe and
common practice. According to the Centers
for Disease Control, there has never been a
reported case of any infectious disease
transmitted through the use of CPR manikins.
The American Red Cross trains nearly 12
million people annually in lifesaving skills and
follows widely accepted guidelines for
cleaning and decontaminating training
manikins to reduce the risk of disease
transmission.

To minimize your risk even further, you
should practice good personal hygiene (i.e.
frequent hand washing) and follow basic
health precautions — especially if you have a
condition that would increase the risk of
exposure to infection for yourself or other
participants.
